We even have the Bill of Rights that
shapes our entire culture. | must contrast my American heritage with what the
Bible says on the subject, when they are opposites. My life is “on loan” fo God
(Acts 17:25, Job 1:21, Luke 12:20), and now that I've surrendered my life to Christ,
my will is nof important. (Gal 2:20)

Bonhoeffer says bluntly, “when Christ calls a man, he bids him come and die!”
Ultimately, when | die fo my sinful self, give up my rights, and submit as a servant
to God’s will, | receive real freedom...efernal freedom! (Rom 6:22)
